Large Trees:

Typically grow more than
40 feet. Plant these trees
at least 35 feet away from
the base of a power pole.
Do not plant underneath
power lines.

Medium Trees:

Typically grow 15-40 feet.
Plant them at least 25 feet
away from the base of a power
pole. Do not plant underneath
power lines.

Small Trees:

Trees that typically grow no
higher than 15 feet are best suited
for planting near power poles and
beneath overhead lines. Plant
more that 15 feet away from the
base of a power pole.

Tree Pruning Zone:

Vegetation should be kept at
least 15 feet away from the power
poles and overhead power lines.
Vegetation that grows closer than
15 feet should be pruned.
